Join LRCT for a Guided Hike to Black Snout
at the Castle in the Clouds Conservation Areal

As part of LRCT's guided excursions this year, ther e will be a guided hike at
least once a month at LRCT's 5,381-acre Castle in t he Clouds Conservation
Area, covering different trails on each hike. The hike to Black Snout, with
spectacular views of Lake Winnipesaukee and surroun ding peaks, will bring
participants along a number of beautiful trails on this conserved property,
led by knowledgeable LRCT guides.

Hike Description, Details, and Directions

Description:  The 11-mile round-trip hike will cover all or portions of the Lower Bridle Path,
Faraway Mountain Trail, Upper Bridle Path, Oak Ridge Cuto ff, High Ridge Trail, and the
Black Snout Trail on the way to Black Snout. After lunch atop scenic Black Snout, the hike will
return along the Turtleback Mountain Trail to Shannon Po nd. This is a more strenuous hike
with 1,523 feet of elevation gain. It will take approximat ely 5-5.5 hours to complete, including
time for lunch.

Details: The hike will begin at the Upper Trailhead Parking Area at 9 a.m. The Upper
Trailhead Parking Area is located at the upper end of Os  sipee Park Road (directions below) .
Bring lunch, snacks, and water, as well as a windbreake r, bug repellent, and sunscreen.

Directions:  To reach the Upper Trailhead Parking Area, take Ossipe e Park Road off Route 171
in Moultonborough and follow it to the top of the hill. (Ossipee Park Road is a left turn off

Route 171 less than 1 mile south of the Route 171/Rout e 109 junction or a right turn off Route
171 approximately 1 mile north of the Castle in the Cloud s main entrance.) The Upper
Trailhead Parking Area is located at the upper end of Os  sipee Park Road, on the right just
outside the back gate of the Castle grounds.

All LRCT guided excursions are free to LRCT members and volunteers.
Non-members are encouraged to make a donation in su pport of LRCT programs.
